Uncovering Treasures By: Dolores Cooney

Vol unteers and staff at the museum uncover new and excitin
objects. We like to share these finds with you through the newsletter. It is our hope that you will be able to add to our

knowledge of them. This time we are showcasing four paintings the museum has which were done by the Butte Artist,

Bob Hall. Each one is outstanding.

In 1968 Mr. Garland Hall donated two paintings to the Museum. One is a 4 ft by 8 ft watercolor painting of a Butte bar
room scene. It depicts four men standing at the bar alone with the bartender. The color in this work is vibrant. The sec-
ond painting is also a watercolor which depicts two Indian braves and their horses. This painting is 4 ft by 5 ft. In 1970
Edward T. and Marguerite Shea donated two small watercolor paintings to the museum. The paintings depict a pack
saddle and a powder horn. The detail in each of these is amazing.

Bob Hall was born in Indiana in 1895 and came to Butte as a young man. He passed away in Butte in 1970. He was a
noted western artist. In his lifetime, he turned out several thousand pen and ink drawings. He gloried in drawing old sod
shanties, line camps, freight outfits, mines and mining activities, and rodeo action. In his youth Mr. Hall worked as a
cowboy, mule skinner, freighter and lumberjack in all parts of the West. He later worked in the Butte mines and the Ana-
conda Smelter. He also illustrated multiple books and worked as an illustrator for several Butte newspapers. Mr. Hall
worked with the Federal Art Project and the WPA. He was associated with the American Design Index.

Betty Lochrie Hoag did an oral interview with Mr. Hall in 1965. It is in the Archives of American Art at the Smithsonian in
Washington, DC. This interview with Mr. Hal | gives great
A copy of this interview is on file at the Museum office.
